NPS Silver Medal Championship Conditions
These Championships are judged under the Rules of the NPS.   If the Champion pony has previously qualified it is still entitled to the Silver Medal Rosette but the Qualification Card goes to the Reserve Champion pony.   The Silver Medal Rosette and the Qualification Card can be awarded  no lower than first reserve.   Qualifiers are entitled to compete in the final of the Silver Medal Championship to be held at the NPS Summer Championship Show 5th – 7th August 2009.
Mountain & Moorland Qualifying Rounds

These classes are judged under the Rules of the NPS.   Ponies must be registered in the main body of the Dales Pony Society Stud Book.   Part-breds are not eligible.   Ponies to be trimmed only within their Breed Society specification.   Manes must not be plaited, tails must not be braided.   Qualifying rounds are open to both NPS Members and non Members.   The owner of a pony that qualifies at a Breed Show must be or become an NPS Adult/Showing Member for the pony to enter the Final at the NPS Summer Championship Show.   The first prize winner will go forward to the Final to be held at the NPS Summer Championship Show, Malvern, in August.   A pony may only qualify once.   Where the first pony in the class has already qualified, the pony standing next in line, which has not qualified, will be deemed the qualifier.   Qualification may go no lower than third place.  
NPS/TopSpec Dressage Trial

Classes 17B  & 17C   are qualifiers for the NPS/TopSpec Supreme Dressage Championship Final  to be held at Addington Manor Equestrian Centre in April 2011.   The two highest placed ponies in each class will qualify.   Those qualifying for the Final must be fully paid up Dressage or Showing members of the NPS in order to compete at the final.   Ponies must be ridden in the final by the qualifying rider. 

N.B.  The Final will be run in accordance with the 2010/2011 NPS Dressage Rules which will be available to all NPS Dressage and Showing Members.

RULES  AND CONDITIONS  OF  ENTRY

The show is confined to members of the Dales Pony Society whose subscriptions are fully paid up at the time of entry and whose ponies are registered in the Dales Pony Society Stud Book or inserted in Sections B, C or D of its appendix register.   Misrepresentation of any exhibit other than its true form or colour will cause its registration to be taken from the stud book and the owners to be removed from the membership.   

An exhibitor may not knowingly exhibit a pony bred, sold, leased or produced by the judge or his/her immediate family.

All foals exhibited must be by a licensed and registered Dales stallion and must be at least 3 weeks old on show day.   All foals must be haltered at all times.

Whips with lashes are debarred.   No spurs allowed in any class.  Ponies to be shown clockwise round the ring.   The Dales Pony Society requests that the best appropriate headgear will be worn, correctly fitted with the harness fastened at all times when mounted.   Hats should be to the standard  PAS 015, EN 1384 or ASTM F1163, with either a kite mark or S.E.I.   Anyone not following this recommendation will be asked to dismount, and if they are in the ring, will be asked to leave the ring.

Any fall in a ridden class is elimination from that class.

Exhibitors are not allowed to speak to the Judge unless spoken to. No exhibitor may leave the ring without the Judge’s permission.  Any matters arising must be reported to the ring steward.   All complaints must be reported to the secretary with a non-returnable fee of £20.  

Stallions in Class 1 must be shown in full stallion tack.

The organisers may split, amalgamate, cancel or rearrange classes as they think fit.

Trophies must be returned to the secretary on request.

Neither the Society nor any of its officials or servants will be held responsible for anything that may happen, from any circumstances whatever, to exhibitors or their servants, or the public or any spectator, or through any animal or vehicle, exhibited at the show, and it will be a condition of entry that each exhibitor shall not hold the Society responsible and that he or she indemnify the Society against any legal proceedings arising from any such cause or circumstance.

The Society requests that exhibitors have with them the passport for each pony exhibited as required by law.  

Exhibitors are asked to ensure that all handlers and riders involved in the show are members of the Dales Pony Society.   This is for insurance purposes.
